You may also register at the poll on election 
day, but must have proper identification, such as a Minnesota Driver’s License that includes 
your current Newport address.  If you are unable to vote at the polls on election day, you 
can cast an absentee ballot.   
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The Planning Commission serves as the planning agency for the City.  The Planning Com-
mission holds required public hearings and makes recommendations to the City Council on 
issues involving the establishment of and compliance with the Comprehensive Land Use 
Plan and the City’s Zoning Ordinances, as well as requests for variances, subdivisions, and 
conditional use permits.

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The Heritage Preservation Commission seeks to safeguard the heritage of the City by work-
ing toward the preservation of historical sites and structures, which reflect elements of the 
City’s cultural, social, economic, political, or architectural history. 
 
The Heritage Preservation Commission consists of seven members appointed by the New-
port City Council and meets in the Council Chambers of City Hall on the second Wednes-
day of odd numbered months at 4:30 p.m.   
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The purpose and intent of the Park Board is to formulate and make recommendations to the 
City Council relative to the beautification, improvement, development, maintenance, man-
agement, and planning of all City parks and associated facilities. This includes parks / over-
looks, trails, parkways, boulevard landscaping, recreation areas, and all park and recreation 
buildings.   
 
The Park Board consists of five members appointed by the Newport City Council and meets 
in the Council Chambers of City Hall on the fourth Thursday of each month at 7:00 p.m.   
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The Newport Economic Development Authority’s purpose is the promotion of growth, de-
velopment, and redevelopment in the City.  This includes increasing the City’s business 
community and commercial and industrial tax base, providing employment opportunities,  
maintaining neighborhood economic stability, and addressing special needs as they arise.   
 
The Newport Economic Development Authority consists of five members (City Council 
members) and meets on an as needed basis, but at least once annually.

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The Public Works Department is responsible for an array of City services that help provide 
the highest quality of life for residents, including: the maintenance of the water system, 
sanitary sewer system, water treatment, vehicle maintenance and repair, snow removal, 
street repairs / maintenance, and the maintenance of all City parks.  The Public Works De-
partment can be reached at 651-459-2475.  If you have an after hour emergency, such as a 
water main break, you may contact Washington County Dispatch at 651-439-9381.   
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Water, sanitary sewer, and storm sewer are utilities that are provided by the City.  Bills are 
sent to residents on a quarterly basis.  Upon moving into or out of the City, please contact 
City Hall to schedule a meter reading and to update account information.  If you have ques-
tions regarding your utility bill you may call City Hall.  For any problems pertaining to wa-
ter, sanitary ewer, or storm sewer, please contact the Public Works Department.   
 
Senior citizens, persons who are 65 years of age or older, are eligible to sign up for the 
City’s senior citizen discount.  This discount allows seniors to take a reduced rate of 50% of 
the charges off of the first 10,000 gallons of water used per quarter.  Seniors must sign up 
for this discount each October to ensure that rates remain discounted.   
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Street lights in Newport are owned, operated, and maintained by Xcel Energy.  
Residents of Newport are charged a street light fee on their utility bill to pay for the 
operation of street lights throughout the city.  If a street light has burned out, mal-
functioned, or been damaged, please call Xcel Energy at 1-800-960-6235.  General 
questions about street lights may be directed to the Public Works Department.    
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If you see water coming up from the ground it is likely that there is a water main break.  To 
report this during regular business hours, please call the Public Works Department.  After 
hours you may call the non-emergency  number for Washington County.

Grass and leaves are $5 per load. Brush may be no more than 6" in diameter and must be 
bundled and is also $5 per load.  Please if you choose to bag  yard and organic waste, the 
bags used must be either paper or compostable bags.  These compostable bags are required, 
as they will greatly reduce the amount of plastic being sent to the compost site, which re-
duces processing costs and enhances the quality of the finished compost.   
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All water mains in the City of Newport are flushed each Spring and Fall to protect the 
water quality. During this time, or during a water main break,  you may experience 
low water pressure and / or brown colored water. Please check the water before wash-
ing clothes!!! You can clear your water by running COLD water only. Please keep an 
eye out for City personnel during the months of April and September and warn your 
children to stay away from work areas.  
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Snow removal is a high priority for Newport Public Works during the months of October 
through April. To ensure the safest streets and trails for residents, snow removal beings 
once there is two inches of accumulated snow in the City. During this time, please be sure to 
keep all vehicles off City streets so that the maintenance workers can provide the best qual-
ity service. Please also be sure to keep children away from City vehicles to ensure their 
safety.  

Each Spring Veolia of Newport partners with the City of Newport to offer residents of the 
community a Spring Clean-Up Day.  The Spring Clean-Up is located at Veolia, at 1375 7th 
Avenue.  Residents must present proof of City residency (i.e. a driver’s license, current util-
ity bill stating address, etc.).  Items that are accepted at the clean-up are:  general household 
and miscellaneous trash, furniture, carpet, white goods (refrigerators, stoves, etc.), water 
softeners, tires, and bundled / bagged brush and leaves.

The City of Newport has three river overlooks on 2nd Ave-
nue intersecting with 7th Street, 10th Street, and 12th 
Street.   The overlooks are perfect destinations if you are 
out for a stroll on a warm spring day, long summer eve-
ning, or brisk fall afternoon. 
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Although City Staff do their best to maintain the parks, it can be difficult keeping up with 
the day to day traffic flow and resulting litter. That's where you can help! Through the ef-
forts of volunteers, the City is able to make improvements that wouldn't otherwise be possi-
ble. Litter is unsightly and spoils the beauty of our parks. When parks are litter free they are 
more inviting to Newport's citizens and visitors, and to prospective businesses and citizens. 
By volunteering to Adopt-A-Park, you increase the pleasure of park visits for everyone and 
you take ownership of your City.

City parks may be utilized for family get-togethers, 
graduation parties, or just a friendly barbecue. Reserva-
tions can be made for the usage of a pavilion by filling 
out an application at City Hall accompanied by a $100 
deposit. After your event, if the park is found in the 
same condition as it was prior to usage, your deposit 
will be returned. A beer permit may also be obtained for 
a $50 non-refundable fee and the approval of the New-
port City Council.   
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Newport City Ordinance prohibits residents from disposing of refuse, leaves, or other debris 
by open burning.  Recreational fires are allowed, as long as they are no larger than three feet 
in height and three feet in diameter, they are no closer than 25’  to a building, structure, 
property line, or combustible material, and a means for extinguishing 
the fire is present while the fire is burning.  Only unpainted and un-
treated wood, coal, or charcoal shall be burned.

All dogs over the age of six months must be licensed with the City.  
Dog licenses shall be renewed annually and go on sale the Monday af-
ter Thanksgiving.  From Thanksgiving until January 31st of each year, dog licenses incur a 
fee of $10.  After this date the cost is $20 per license.   To obtain a license, please present 
your payment, as well as a current rabies vaccination record for each dog.  There may be a 
total of three dogs at any residence before a special kennel license is required.

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A dog or other domestic animal is considered to be running at large unless it is on the prem-
ises of its owner, or is on a leash not exceeding 15 feet in length and is accompanied by a 
responsible person, or otherwise restrained by a cage or other barrier.

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Hunting is allowed only on the Mississippi River in Newport.  For guidelines, please con-
tact the Minnesota DNR at 651-296-5484.   
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The City does not impose a watering ban at any time.  Watering may be done as necessary.    
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The following rules apply to all City parks: 
 
· Park hours are from 7:00 a.m. to dusk. 
· Unauthorized motor vehicles are not permitted on park land or trails. 
· It is unlawful to hunt or trap on park land. 
· No drugs or intoxicating liquor are allowed within City parks.   
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In an effort to ensure that our community is a safe and attractive place to live, City ordi-
nance requires that residents control the growth of weeds and grass on their property.   
 
Weeds or grass in excess of eight inches in height on any lot are a public nuisance and are 
prohibited.  The owner or occupant of such a lot will be given notice of non-compliance, af-
ter which, if the weeds are not cut, the City has the authority to hire someone to cut the 
grass or weeds and assess the cost against the property.   
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If a vehicle is not in operable condition or is partially dismantled, it is deemed an inoperable 
or junk vehicle.  This ordinance also includes any vehicle not properly licensed by the State 
with current registration.  If such vehicle is on one’s property, it must be stored in a garage 
or accessory building.   
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In efforts to keep the community an attractive place to live, an owner or occupant of a 
dwelling may not allow garbage, equipment, personal property,  or any other type of storage 
to accumulate on a property.   
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Recreational vehicles and equipment  shall be stored within a building, unless the equip-
ment is operable and licensed.  In such case, units may be parked or stored on property out-
side a building as follows: 
· In the front yard, provided they are kept on an established driveway and entirely on the 

equipment or vehicle owner’s property. 
· In the side yard, on an improved surface, abutting an attached or detached garage, pro-

vided the recreational equipment is not closer than two feet from the side lot line.   
· In the rear yard not closer than five feet from the rear or side lot lines, and not within 

drainage and utility easements. 
Only vehicles belonging to the property owner may be stored at the property.   
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All parking areas and driveways shall be constructed of concrete, blacktop, or similar dura-
ble hard surface free of dust.  Driveways that have been created prior to this Ordinance go-
ing into effect must be paved prior to the sale of the home.  There may be only one drive-
way per lot. 
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Fences in residential zones may be placed along a property line providing no 
physical damage of any kind results to the abutting property.  The side of the 
fence considered being the face, or the finished side, shall face the abutting 
property.  Fences in the front yard shall be one color or pattern and may be no 
more than four feet in height.  Fences may be no more than six feet in height 
in a side or rear yard, unless the side or rear lot line is common with the front 
yard of an abutting lot, in which case the portion of the side or rear lot line 
equal to the required front yard of the abutting lot may have a fence no more 
than four feet in height.  Barbed wire fences may only be used in the Residential Estate 
(RE ) District.   

No signs shall be erected or temporarily placed within any street right-of-way  or upon any 
public easements, with the exception of campaign yard signs.  For more specific criteria 
pertaining to signs, please see Section 1380 of the City of Newport Code of Ordinances.   

A property may contain no more than two accessory buildings, including garages or sheds.  
The total square footage of the accessory buildings combined can be no larger than the foot-
print of the livable area of the house.  No garages or accessory structures shall be placed any 
closer to the public right-of-way than the principal structure on the lot.

The Newport Police Department enforces a curfew for all youth in the city. Youth are not 
allowed in public areas or establishments during the following hours:

It is unlawful for any parent or guardian of a juvenile, or the proprietor of an any establish-
ment, to knowingly permit a juvenile to be in any public place or to remain in / on the estab-
lishment property during these prohibited hours. 
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The City of Newport is dedicated to providing safety to its community, and in doing so, en-
sures that all construction is done properly so that all buildings are safe and meet building 
code regulations. The Building Department administers these laws through the issuance of 
permits and by performing inspections. It is important that property owners, as well as con-
tractors, make certain whether a building permit is necessary prior to beginning any con-
struction or project.  
 
In most instances, two sets of identical site plans must be submitted with the building permit 
application. The building inspector will review the plans, and if necessary, will contact you 
for further information.

· Demolition 
· Fence (Commercial only) 
· Finish Basement 
· Fireplace Installation 
· Garage 
· Grading 
· Home (New construction) 
· Mechanical 
· Moving a house / building 
· Plumbing 
· Porch 
· Retaining Wall (Over 4’ ) 
· Roofing 
· Sewer / Water 
· Siding 
· Signs 
· Storage Shed (Larger than 10’x12’ ) 
· Swimming Pool 
· Window Replacement
